Message from your Committee

The Committee of the Wheelers Hilhiis Club has decided that sirfees have been unchanged for the period of 20029, a
slight price increase for members is necessary. The justification for the price increase is that in the next 5 yeaificavd sig
maintenance issues will hit the club:

1. Courtsurfacereplacemenof all 6 courts was expected to be due in 2018 but westeen able to extend this bhycouple of
years. But it is likely that in around two years a total replacement is needed. Minimum investment expected is aroun@.$
2.Ouside fenceeplacement is going to be a club responsibility, and is expected to cost at least $85,000

It is therefore decided that a very modest price increase for membership fees is justified. Family membership (2 adylts 4
number of children) will go from $8 per year, to $330 per year. All other memberships (midweek, senior, fuml student)
will rise by$10 per year.

The good news is that for CURRENT members the old fees will still apply for 2020 if membership is paid before theldug
January P20). The invoice will contain all details and be sent out before 31 December 2019.
